CHAP. XLIII.-A-n Sectfor the relief of the navy hospitalfund.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America, in Congress assembled, That the sum of one hun-
dred and twenty-five thousand dollars be, and the same hereby is, appro-
priated to the navy hospital fund; and that the same be paid by the Se-
cretary of the Treasury, on the requisition of the commissioners of the
said fund, out of any money in the treasury not otherwise appropriated.
