XXXV.-An Act to authorize the Secretary of War to allow the Payment
of Interest to the State of Georgia for Advances made for the Use of the United
States, in the Suppression of the Hostilities of the Creek, Seminole, and Chero-
kee Indians, in the Years 1836, 1837 and 1838.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
Allowance of United States of America in Congress assembled, That the Secretary

interest to the of War be, and he is hereby, authorized to allow to the State of
State of Georgia.

against the United States for interest upon money borrowed and ac-

tually expended by her for the protection of the north-eastern frontier
of said State, during the years eighteen hundred and thirty-nine,
eighteen hundred and forty, and eighteen hundred and forty-one; and

the sum so found to be due to said State shall be paid out of any
money in the treasury not otherwise appropriated.
