May 4, 1858. CHAP. XXIV.-An Act to incorporate the Benevolent Christian Association of Washing-
ton City.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
Corporators. States of America in Congress assembled, That each of the Christian

churches in the city of Washington, without distinction of sect or creed,
be, and they are hereby, authorized, on or before the last day of August of
each and every year, to appoint one person, and that the persons so ap-
pointed, and their successors be, and they are hereby, made a body politic

Corporatename and corporate, under the name and style of " The Benevolent Christian
and powers. Association of Washington City," and, as such, may purchase, have, hold,

use, and acquire, by donation or any lawful means, estate, real and per-
sonal, not exceeding two hundred thousand dollars in value, and the same
may lease, let, sell, transfer, and convey, and otherwise dispose of; and
may sue and be sued, and plead and be impleaded; and may have a
common seal, and the same may change at pleasure; and may make by-
laws, rules, and regulations for the managenent of their affairs.

Objects. SEC. 2. And be itfurther enacted, That the purpose of the said asso-
ciation shall be to relieve the wants of the destitute poor of Washington

iliaries, under such rules and regulations as they may prescribe, any other
and all such benevolent associations or societies as now exist, or may
hereafter be organized in the city of Washington, for the purpose of aid-
ing or contributing to the relief of the poor and destitute persons in said
city.

mitted as a State, will have an undoubted right to tax the lands within
her limits belonging to the United States, and proposes to relinquish said
asserted right if certain conditions set forth in said ordinance be accepted
and agreed to by the Congress of the United States; and whereas the
said constitution and ordinance have been presented to Congress by order
of said convention, and admission of said Territory into the Union thereon
as a State requested ; and whereas said ordinance is not acceptable to
Congress, and it is desirable to ascertain whether the people of Kansas
concur in the changes in said ordinance, hereinafter stated, and desire
admission into the Union as a State as herein proposed: Therefore,
