CHAP. XXI.— An Act amendatory of the organic Act of Colorado Territory.

Mem-
bers of the council shall be elected for the term of four years, and mem-
bers of the house for the term of two years, and shall receive the sum of
six dollars per day instead of three dollars heretofore allowed, and shall
also receive the same mileage now allowed by law.
