CHAP. 261.—An act to authorize the Secretary of the Twa,sur_y to change the name
of the steambeat ¢ Hiram Wood.”

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the Secretary of the Treas-
ury be, and is bereby, authorized to change the name of the steamboat
¢ Hiram Wood?” to ¢ Dr. Burleigh,” and grant an enrolment h(,ensc in
such other name.

CHAP. 262.—Au act to change the name of the pleasure yacht “Xlla” to that of
“Myra”

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the Uniled
States of America in Congress assembled, That the name of the pleasure
yacht +*Ella,” registered in the southern district of New York, be, and
the same is hereby, changed to “Myra;” and the Seeretary of the
Treasury is authorized to grant a register in accordance therewith.

CHAP. 263.—Aun act concerning the employment of Indian Scouts.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United

States of America in Congress assembled, That so much of the Army
appropriation act of twenty-fourth July, eighteen hundred and seventy-
six, as limits the vumber of Indian scouts to three handred is hereby
repealed; and sections ten hundred and ninety-four and eleven hundred
and twelve of the Revised Statutes, uuthorizing the employment ot one
thousand Indian seouts, are hereby continued in force: DProwvided, That
a proportionate number of non-commissioned officers may be appointed.
And the scouts, when they furnish their own horses and horse-cquip-
wents, shall be entitled to receive forty cents per day for their use and
risk so long as thus employed.

CHAP. 264.—An act to- continue the provisions of an act entitled *An act to pro-
vide temporarily for the expenditures of the Government.”

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the provisions of an act
entitled “An act to continue the provisions of an act entitled *An act to
provide temporarily for the expenditures of the Government,” approved
June thirtieth, eighteen hundred and seventy-six,” approved July thirty-

first elghtecn hundred and seventy six, be, aud the same are hereby,

extended and continued in full force and effect, until and including the
fourteenth day of August, eighteen hundred and seventy-six.
