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the failure or refusal to perform such service, shall be prima-facie evi-
dence in all actions or prosecutions arising under this section that such
failure or refusal was wrongful."

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That so much of the Army
appropriation act of twenty-fourth July, eighteen hundred and seventy-
six, as limits the number of Indian scouts to three hundred is hereby
repealed; and sections ten hundred and ninety-four and eleven hulndred
and twelve of the Revised Statutes, authorizing the emlo)lyment of one
thousand Indian scouts, are hereby continued in force: Provided, That
a proportionate number of non-coiulmissioned officers may be appointed.
Anl the scouts, when they furnish their own horses and horse-equip-
meuts, shall be entitled to receive forty cents per day for their use and
risk so long as thus employed.
