Be it enacted by the Senate and Housq of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the Secretary of War be,
and he is hereby, authorized and directed to sell for cash, after such
advertisement for at least one month as he may deem necessary, either
by public auction or by inviting proposals for the purchase thereof, and
in either case to the highest responsible bidder, a certain lot and parcel
of land, with the buildings thereon, in the town of Stonington, Connect-
icut, belonging to the United States and formerly used for arsenal pur-
poses; and the Secretary of War is empowered and required, on receiv-
ing the purchase money iu full, to execute the necessary deeds of such
property to the purchaser or purchasers thereof, conveying all the right,
title and interest of the United States therein.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the UTnited
States of America in Congress assembled, That section one thousand and
forty-four of the Revised Statutes of the United States be amended so
as to read as follows:

No person shall be prosecuted, tried, or punished for any offense, not
capital, except as provided in section one thousand and forty-six, unless
