65.—An act making appropriations for the consular and diplomatic service
or the Government for the year ending Juue thirtieth, eighteen hundred and seventy
eight, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the following sums De,
and the same are hereby appropriated for the service of the fiscal year
ending June thirtieth cighteen hundred and seventy-eight, out of ‘any
money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated for the objects here-
inafter expressed, namely : . :

For salaries of envoys extraordinary and ministers plenipotentiary to
Great Britain, France, Germany, and Russia, at seventeen thousand five
hundred dollars each, seventy thousand dollars.

For salarics of envoys extraordinary and ministers plenipotentiary to
Spain, Austria, Italy, Brazil, Mexico, Japan, and China, at twelve thou-
sand dollars each, eighty-four thousand dollars.

For salaries of envoys extraordinary and ministers plenipotentiary to
Chili and Pern, at ten thousand dollars each, twenty thousand doliars.

TFor ministers resident at Belgium, Netherlands, Sweden and N orway,
Turkey, Venezuela, Hawaiian Islands and the Argentine Republice, at

seven thousand five hundred dollars each, fifty two thousand five hun-

dred dollars,

For minister resident aceredited to Guatemala, Costa Rieo, Honduras,
Salvador, and Nicaragua, to reside at the place that the President may
select in either of the states named, ten thousand dollars.

For minister resident and consul-gencral to Huayti, seven thousand
five handred dollars,
