time the United States shall be or remain the owner thereof, for all
purposes except the administration of the criminal laws of said State
and the service of civil process therein.

The building shall be unexposed to danger from fire by an open
space of at least forty feet, on each side including streets and alleys.

CHAP. 288.—An act to amend section four of ‘“An act to authorize the county
" of - Laurens, in the State of Georgia to construct a bridge across the Oconee River

at or near Dublin, in said county and State,” approved June eighteenth, eighteen

hundred and eighty-eight.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That section four
of “An act to authorize the county of Laurens, in the State of Geor-
gia, to construct a bridge across the Oconee River at or near Dublin,
in said county and State,” approved June eighteenth, eighteen hun-
dred and eighty-eight, which reads as follows: *“That if the construc-
tion of the brigge hereby authorized shall not be commenced within
two years from the time this act takes effect, and be completed within
four years after its commencement, then this act shall be void,” be,
and tie same is hereby, so amended as to read as follows: That if
the construction of the bridge hereby authorized shall not be com-
menced within three years from the first day of January, eighteen
hundred and ninety-one, and be completed within four years after
jts commencement, then this act shall be void.

CHAP. 292.—An act to amend an act entitled ““An act to aid vessels wrecked
or disabled in the waters conterminous to the United States and the Dominion of
Canada,” approved June nineteenth, eighteen hundred and seventy-eight.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Reg)resentat'i ves of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That an act enti-
tled ‘““An act to aid vessels wrecked or disabled in the waters conter-
minous tothe United States and the Dominion of Canada,” approved
June nineteenth, eighteen hundred and seventy-eight, be, and the
same is hereby, amended so that the same will read as follows:
“That Canadian vessels and wrecking appurtenance may render
aid and assistance to Canadian or other vessels and property wrecked,
disabled, or in distress in the waters of the United States contiguous
to the Dominion of Canada: Provided, That this act shall not take
effect until fproclamation by the President of the United States that the
Eylvﬂege of aiding American or other vessels and property wrecked,
isabled, or in distress in Canadian waters contiguous to the United
States has been extended by the Government of the Dominion of
Canada to American vessels and wrecking appliances of all descrip-
tions. This act shall be construed to apply to the Welland Canal. the
canal and improvement of the waters between Lake Erie and Lake
Huron, and to the waters of the Saint Mary’s River and canal: And
