Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the bUnited
Marine corps. States of America in Congress assembled, That to reimburse the enlisted

men of the United States Marine Corps who incurred loss of clothing
Enlisted men paid by the cyclone which occurred at the naval station, Port Royal, Southfor losses by f cylone,Port Royali, .tC . Carolina, on the night of the twenty-seventh of August, eighteen hun-

dred and ninety-three, for such loss so incurred there shall be paid to
each of said enlisted men the following sums, namely: To First Sergeant
