Salem, Massachusetts, $200,000, or so much thereof as may be e

necessary: Provided, That all exPenditures under this provision
shall be made under the direction of the Secretary of War.

Sec. 14. That all sums appropriated by this Act for salaries of
officers and emgizye% of the Government shall be in full for such
salaries for the fiscal year nineteen hundred and fifteen, and all laws
or parts of laws to the extent they are in conflict with the provisions
of this Act are repealed

CHAP. 224.—An Act To provide for the disposal of certain lands in the Fort
Berthold Indian Reservation, North Dakota.

Be it enacted by the Senate and Hous«laegf Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the lands in the Fort
Berthold Indian Reservation, North Dakota, which on account of

their containing coal were reserved from allotment and other dlSi)O— ol

sition under the Act of June first, nineteen hundred and ten, entitled
“An Act to authorize the survey and allotment of lands embraced
within the limits of the Fort Berthold Indian Reservation, in the
State of North Dakota, and the sale and disposition of a portion of
the surplus lands after allotment, and making appropriation and
provision to carry the same into effect,” shall be subject to disposal
under the provisions of said Act: Provided, That patents issued for
such lands shall contain a reservation to the United States of any
coal that such lands may contain, to be held in trust for the Indians
belonging to and having tribal righte on the Fort Berthold Indian
Reservation, but any ent shall have the right at any time
before making final proof of his entry, or at the time of making such
final proof, to a hearing for the purpose of disproving the classifica-
tion as coal land of the land embraced in his entry, and if such land
is shown not to be coal land a patent without reservation shall issue.

Skc. 2. That the coal deposits in such lands shall be subject to
disposal by the United States in accordance with the provisions of
the coal-land laws in force at the time of such disposal, and the

roceeds arising from the disposal of such coal deposits or from the
eas'mﬁ Or wor. thereof shall be deposited in the Treasury of the
United States and shall be applied in the same manner as the pro-
ceeds derived from the disposition of the lands embraced in the Fort

Berthold Indian Reservation. Any person qualified to acquire coal ,;

deposits or the right to mine and remove the coal under the laws of
the United States shall have the right at all times to enter upon the
lands selected, entered, or patented, as provided by this Act, for the

urpose of prospecting for coal thereon, upon the a.pprovaf by the
gecretary oF the Interior of a bond or undertaking to be filed with
him as security for the payment of all damages to the crops and
improvements on such lands by reason of such prospectin%. Any
person who has acquired from the United States the coal deposits
in any such land, or the right to mine or remove the same, may
reenter and occupy so much of the surface thereof as may be required
for all purposes reasonably incident to the mining and removal of
the coa}l) therefrom, and mine and remove the coal, upon payment of
the damages caused thereby to the owner thereof or upon giving a
good and sufficient bond or undertaking in an action instituted in
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any competent court to ascertain and fix said damages: Provided
That the entryman or the owner under such limited patent shall
have the right to mine coal for use upon the land for domestic pur-
poses at any time prior to the disposal by the United States of the
coal deposits.
