CHAP. 26.—An Act To extend the time for the completion of the municipal
bridge at Saint Louis, Missouri.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the time for the comple-
tion of the bridge authorized by an Act entitled ‘‘An Act to authorize
the city of Saint Louis, a corporation organized under the laws of the -
State of Missouri, to construct a bridge across the Mississig)pi River,”
approved June twenty-fifth, nineteen hundred and six, be, and the
same is hereby, extended for the period of three years from the date of
the passage of this Act.

Skc. 2. That for the purpose of carrying into effect the objects of
this Act, the city of Saint Louis mayreceive, purchase, and also acquire
by lawful appropriation and condemnation in the States of Illinois
and Missouri, upon making ]éroper compensation, to be ascertained
according to the laws of the State within which the same is located,
real and personal t?hroperty and rights of dproperty and may make any
and every use of the same necessary and proper for the construction,
maintenance, and operation of said bridge and approaches consistent
with the laws of the United States and of said States, respectively.

Skoc. 3. That the right to alter, amend, or repeal this Act is hereby
expressly reserved.

CHAP. 27.—An Act To authorize the Brunot Jaland Bri ComEm to con-
struct, maintain, and operate a bridge across the back channel of the Chio iliver.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House %;iRe esentatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the Brunot Island
Bridge Company, a corporation of the State of Pennsylvania, is
hereby authorized to construct, maintain, and operate a bridge, with
approaches thereto, across the back channel of the Ohio River at a
pomnt suitable to the interests of navigation, from a point on the
southwesterly shore of Brunot Island, near the Duquesne Light
Company’s power plant in the twenty-seventh ward of the city of
Pittsburgh, Allegheny County, Pennsylvania, to a point between
Telford Street and the Ohio connecting railroad bridge on the oppo-
site side of said back channel of the Ohio River in the twentieth ward
of the city of Pittsburgh, Allegheny County, Pennsylvania, in accord-
ance with the provisions of the Act entitled “An Act to regulate the
construction of bridges over navigable waters, approved March
twenty-third, nineteen hundred and six.”

SEc. 2. That the right to alter, amend, or repeal this Act is hereby
expressly reserved.
